Positive Partnerships 
-I will welcome families to my ECE cultural and explain the impact of diversity of children, learning and development and socio- emotional wellbeing. Welcome to the families to this fun year of being your child preschool teacher. we will celebrate diversity as an honor as a learning community. It is to build a foundation where children thrive, empathy depends, and children feel a strong, secure sense of self.

-strategies I will use to create inclusive and fair learning, environments for children and families. I will adapt my diversity curriculum and physical classroom. as early childhood teacher, I will blend developmental milestones with fair inclusive practices through several strategies. I will support my students by developing cognitive and language skills. I will bring all families culture aspects and beliefs into my classroom.

Culturally Responsive practices
Family night
Whole group activity 

Storytelling & Rhythm Circle
An interactive session where families/ diverse families and children get together with their own family to a shared story and explore music together to other families and children.
Steps to Complete:
1. Arrange the Circle: Invite all families and children to sit together in a large circle on a big rug inside, outside, or grassy area.
2. Introduce Rhythm: Start an easy group rhythm (e.g., patting knees twice, clapping hands twice).
3. Start the Story: Begin an interactive, collaborative story/ Have a great introduction introducing the story. (e.g., "Once upon a time, there was a purple dragon who...") and have fun of yarn to pass around the circle.
4. Pass and Build: The person holding the yarn shares the next sentence of the story, keeps hold of a string, and gently tosses the ball to another family.
5. Visual Conclusion: Once everyone has contributed, the resulting yarn "spiderweb" physically illustrates how the entire group is connected.

Centers- 3 center-based activity incorporating cultural responsiveness

My Center-based Family Night activities will be hands-ons for children of all age and families. It will include highly visual, low pressure, art, creativity, and movement. It will be safe culturally responsive centers—like multi-language storytelling, global music and movement, and family art projects—It encourages parents to share their heritage while helping children develop empathy and inclusion. 

Closing Reflective Activity
Summary connection (The tail of the day)

How the Activity Works
I will hold a ball of clay then I will pass it around to a parent or child. The person would share their insight or favorite moment of the event it will continue until every family member and child hold a piece of clay making their own small ball. It will create each family unique small ball at the end to get toss for ending the closure of Tail of The Day
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Five key areas where welcoming spaces created build classroom communities
1.Reading area -understanding words and understanding the story
2. Imaginative area-children will create a sense of imagination (play pretend house)
3.Small group instruction art center- children of a small group does painting and art
4. Music and dance area-celebrates diverse cultures and traditions 
5.Sensory Play Area-encourages hands on activities 
Titles and brief summaries of five age-appropriate children’s books I could use in the library area to support respectful ECE environments.
6-12 month- Animals by Darling Kindersing ( Baby’s touch and feel the animals in the book)
1 to 3 yrs-Books by the Bushel: this selection of books includes board books, bath books, paperback, touch and feel, and lift a flap books. It focuses on rhythm, repetition, sensory engagement, and foundation of concepts like coloring animals.
4-6 yrs- The very hungry caterpillar by Eric Carle: the lifecycle of an insect it explores things of transformation, healthy choices in growth while teaching core concepts like counting the days of the week.
7 to 9 yrs- Brave little Ruby by Shannon Yauger: when Ruby Bridges attends a new school in the 1960s, she is excited but confused. Why does she need an escort by US marshals? Why is she the only one in her classroom? How could her skin color makes such an enormous difference in the way others treat her? Ruby learns to be “Brave Little Ruby,” a trailblazer who helped change hearts and our nation history.
10 to 12 yrs-All I can be by Mercer Mayer: It’s an inspirational children's books that combines two classic stories, “when I get Bigger” and “when I grow up” into one volume, encouraging kids to dream big about their future.
